You must place your order by 10am Thursday for the following 

week. For example, if you would like your child to have a lunch 

on Monday 9th September, you must place your order by 10am  

on Thursday 4th September.

2) When adding your child to your account, please tick they 
have an Allergy, this will prompt you to enter the 
allergy/intolerance information and chose if you wish to 
block the ingredient or have a warning for meals 
containing the allergen on the menu. This will assist you in 
making the right choices for your child. 

Please note all our meals have a full ingredients list, please 
click on the ( i ) icon when choosing your child’s meal. 
 

If your child’s special dietary requirements includes an allergy 

of one of the recognised Top 14 Allergens in the UK as 

identified by the Food Standards Agency we will require that 

you tick the allergens online that apply to your child’s special 

dietary requirement.

Frequently Asked Questions 

How much does a school meal cost? 

Currently all children in Reception/Foundation, Year 1 and Year 

2 are entitled to free meals as part of the Government Universal 

Free School Meals Scheme (UIFSM), our website will not make any 

charges for children in these year groups, for children in Year 3, 

Year 4, Year 5 and Year 6, the cost of a school meal is £2.65 

per day or £13.25 per week (price may vary subject to  

your school). 

 

 

How do I find out if my older child is entitled to free school meals? 

If you are in receipt of certain benefits, then you may be entitled 

to Pupil Premium, this includes children who are already entitled 

to UIFSM. This provides your child’s school additional funding to 

support them and the school. Please contact your local council 

for more information. 

 

 

How do I place an order online? 

You can place an order online at www.kingswoodcatering.co.uk 
Register yourself first and then add your child/children to your 

account. You can then make your meal choices you can then 

order as many weeks as you like from the current menu. 

 

 

When is the deadline for online orders? 

The deadline for online ordering is currently Thursday by 10am 

for the following Monday. As a registered parent you can opt in 

to receive an email on a regular basis to remind you that the 

deadline is approaching. 

 

 

Can I order in any other way? 

If you are not able to order via the internet, please give our 

office a call on 01536 201203 between 8 .30 am and 4.30 pm 

(term time only), so that we can arrange an alternative ordering 

method for you.
