FREE SCHOOL MEALS / PUPIL PREMIUM 

If you are in receipt of any of the benefits listed below your child may be eligible for Pupil Premium 

funding: 

• Income Support 

• Income based Job Seekers Allowance 

• Child Tax Credit Only (with income up to £16,190) with no element of Working Tax Credit 

• National Asylum Seekers Support 

• Guarantee Element of the State Pension Credit 

• Employment and Support Allowance 

• Universal Credit (income related) 

 

The Pupil Premium can be used by the school to support your child’s education but also means that 

your child would be entitled to a free school meal if they are in Year 3 or above.  This extra money 

that comes into school can be used to provide financial assistance towards school trips, educational 

visits, after school clubs, fruit, milk, contributions towards uniform and resources etc. 

 

Although all children in Reception, Year 1 & Year 2 are automatically entitled to free school meals 

under the Universal Infant Free School Meals (UIFSM) Scheme, if you are eligible please apply for 

Pupil Premium because it provides additional funding beyond simply receiving the free school meal.
